Get ready for a knee-slapping good time! On Friday, January 29th, our IVE PTA will present one of the most
popular events at the school - the annual Variety Show. The kids will perform 2 shows that Friday - one as a
school assembly event and an evening show. It will include original student acts of almost any kind (i.e.
playing a musical instrument, singing, dancing, gymnastics, skits, etc.). In order to participate, the following
criteria must be met:

1. Students will not be allowed to participate or attend rehearsals without a signed/returned
permission form. The attached completed form needs to be turned into the office by Dec 16 to be
considered for the Variety Show.

2. Participating students must attend ALL rehearsals which will be held each Wednesday in January
after school hours.

3. Acts must be fully prepared and well-rehearsed by the 1st practice (Jan. 6). Performance practice
should be done in addition to school rehearsals. Performance coaches will be available Dec. 9th, 10th
and 11th during lunch recess backstage to help anyone who is interested in getting valuable feedback
on their budding acts.

4. Acts will be 90 seconds or less (It’s longer than you think!).

S. Any pre-recorded material must be provided on a CD by Jan 6 and labeled with name, song title
and lyrics, and grade. Make sure your CD plays on a CD player. You may also email your music and
lyrics to kerrijensen@comcast.net. Emails must be received by Jan 4.

6. Parents should pick up their kids no later than 3:30PM. Practice 3 and 4 will be dress rehearsals and
students will need to be there for the entire practice.

7. In order to respect and encourage all performers, students will be asked to follow clearly outlined
participation rules. Students who choose not to follow these rules will be disqualified from the show.

8. Parents: please assist us by ensuring your child chooses material (music/attire/dance moves) that is
appropriate for all ages of children who will attend this very fun family event!

9. Students may participate in 2 acts as time allows.
